The
sponsoring firm may get the name of nomines
changed by giving prior intimation and taking
approval before change of nominee is effected.
The cards of the previous nominee will be
surrendered.

Corporates with an annual turnover of Rs. 25
trores for public/private sector companies of
manufacturing industries and Rs. 5 crores for
tonsultancy services can apply for Corporate
membership, In addition, P5Us, government
organizations and listed companies are also
eligible to apply for Corporate membership.

Senlor Citizen Membership

Senior citizen membership Is meant only for
those who have attained the age of 60 years.
senlor citizens may become tenute members.

Membership Card

Each member and dependant member will be
permitted to use the facilities only on production
of membership card. Separate membershig
cards for members and dependants are required
to be made an payment as prescribed from time
to time. Membership card can be checked atany
time anywhere by sports complex officials/
officers.

It Is the responsibility of the member toapply for
preparation of membership card and to collectit
afterthe due date.

Mot applying or collecting the cards will pot bean
excuse for using the facilities without having the

membership card.

If a card is lost, the member has to apply for
duplicate card along with copy of Pollce Report.
In case of loss of card by dependant, a regu st is
required from the member for duplicate card.

Loss of card will invite penalty of the prescribed
charges for making duplicate,

Entrance Fee for Membership

The schedule of charges with regard to fees is
displayed on the netice board and reception of
the sports complex and posted on DDA's website
www.dda.gov.in.

The charges are subject to revision from time to
time.

Entry fee for membership is nen-refundable,

Employees of Central Government, State
Government and Local Bodies like Municipal
Corporations, New Delhi Municipal Council and
Delhi Jal Beard and those Individuals whose pay
and allowances are drawn from the Consolidated
Fund of India/State would be considered in
Government category. Such employees will be
given a discount of 50% on the tenure
membership charges.

through credit / debit cards / NEFT / RTGS / net
banking along with a penalty of Rs.200/- plus
GST. In the event of payment not being made
within the specified period as glven in the rules,
the membershipisliable to be terminated.

22.  Infraction of Rules & Bye-Laws

suspend/ terminate the membership of any
member for infraction of rules and bye-laws and
can disqualify him/her for the use of complex
facilities.

3. Conduct of Members

In ease the conduct of a member or dependant,
in the opinion of the Secretary of the_ s
Complex is injurious to the character and interest

of the sports complex, his/her membership shall
be suspended/ terminated.

24,  Use of Sports Complex by Govt./ Recognized
Schools/ Colleges/ Institutions.

Permission to Schoaols/ Colleges/institutions to
use the facilities of the sports complex can be
granted on batch bocking basis for a period of
one month. This is applicable to games like
Hockey, Basketball, Football, Table-Tennis,
Badminton, Squash etc. on payment of charges
as fixed from time to time for each sports
discipline per hour per month. This permission
will be granted subject to availability of grounds/
courts/ tables,

25, Copiesof Rules & Bye-Laws

25.1 A copy of the rules and bye-laws of the sports
camplex is displayed on the notice board of the
sports complex and also posted on DDA's website
www.dda.govin. Printed copy of the rules and
bye-laws shall also be furnished to the members
on payment of prescribed charges. A soft copy of
the rules and bye-laws would be sent by email to
all the members and an 5M5 would be sent
intimating that the same has been sent by email.

25,2  Anyperson who has taken up membership of the
sports complex is bound by the rules, regulations
and bye-laws of the complex.

26. Utilization of Sports Facilities by Students who

- zrenctmembers.

Monthly passes would be issued to school
children for utilization of facilities of the sports
complex from 8,00 a.m. to 7.00 p.m. daily at the
prescribed rates. School children can also utilize
facilities for which user charges are to be paid at
50% of rates payable by members

27.  Coaching

27.1 Coaching in certain disciplines is available at the
sports complex, The sports complex engages the
services of qualified coaches. Details of coaching
classes and fees can be obtained from the office
of the sports complex.

27.2 Apartfrom the sports complex coaches, no other
private coaching is allowed at the sports complex
by members, guests/any other person. Sports
Complex authority will not be responsible for
cheating or any misconduct by such person.
Sports Complex Authority has full right to debar
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such member/person from the sports complex
and disciplinary action will be initiated against

such member/person.

Conduct of coaching activity in @ group by
members/ any other person is not allowed at the
sports complex.

Late fee as applicable per day with a maximum
charge of 50% of the menthly coachingcharges s

payable,
Timings:

The timings of opening and closing of sports
complex and of any facility provided therein will
be as per order of the Management Roard.
Normally, timings will be 6:002.m. to 3:00 p.m.in
summers {1° March to 30" November). Inwinters
{1" December to 28"/29" February), the sparts
complex willopen at 6:30 a.m. and members can
use the facilities upto B:30 p.m. Wednesdays waill
be observed as closed day for sports facilities.
The Management Board may set apart specific
timings/ days for use of facilities for coachingand
training.

Compensation Against Any Loss/ Injury/

Damages

Members, their dependants/ guests 2ng
persons are required to take all precautiong 4
that no loss, injury or damage is caused 1y
person. The DDA and/for the Mana EEmEntnEt:
sports Complex shall not be responsible for : &
infury, loss or damage sustained or caused tn a:ﬁl
member, his/her dependants, any other peryy,
brought to the sports complex or passing
through the sports complex or using any faciliyie,
of the sports complex.

The term ‘Member” as used in these ‘bye-laws’,
includes Corporate, Tenure, Casual, student, NR
and Senior Citizen members,

Working Days & Timings

The sports complex will remain open on all days
of the week, except Wednesday which will be
observed as closed day for sports facilities and an
days specified by the Management from time to
time, on three National holidays (e, 26"
January, 157 August and 2™ October) and on
Deepawali, Holi and 2™ half of Dussehra day
fafter 2:00 p.m.). The sports complex will
pnormally remain open from 6:30 a.m. to 8:30
p.m. in winters, i.e, 1" December to 28"/25™
February and from 6:00 a.m. to 900 p.m. in
summers, |.e., 1" March to 307 November,

Detailed timings for various sports/ activities
would be approved by the Management Board.
These will be notified from time to time.

The Administrative/Accounts office of the sports
complex will remain closed on every Sunday, 2nd
Saturday and all Gazetted holidays. Payments
will be accepted by Accounts office between
10:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. except lunch break from
1:30 p.m. to 2:00 p.m.

The Management Board may set apart specific
timings/ days for use of facilities Dy sports
persens for coaching and training.

Sports Complex Staff

Members, their guests and dependants shall not
abuse any sports complex staff or use violence of
any kind whatsoever against any staff of the
sparts complex. In the event of the member
having any occasion to find fault with staff of the
sports complex, a report of the case should be
made in writing to the Secretary on the
same/next working day and it should be Entfered
in the Complaint Book, The Secretary may either
deal with the case or refer it to the Management
Board as may be found necessary.

The sports complex stalf will not be sent an any
errand or persaonal work or otherwise withdrawn
from his place of work by any member/
dependant.

Tipping tostaff

Mo member shall give any money by way of tips
to any sports complex staff. The stafffsports
complex employee is prohibited to solicit or
accept pratuities.

Supply of Plants, Seedlings and Saplings

Sale of plants, seedlings and saplings is not
permitted. Members will not ask gardeners or
any staff member for the same, Gardeners are
forbidden to supply plants, flowers, etc., to
members.

Selling of items/ materials

Selling of any material of any kind other than by
the authorized shop in the complex premises 15
strictly prohibited, Disciplinary action will be
initiated against such person.

Damage or breakage

Full value will be charged for all breakages of
sports complex properties from members, their
guests, dependants or thelr servants, if the
breakage was caused by them while utilizing the
facllities. However, If in the opinien of the
Management, the breakages are willful, the
members may be required to pay upto six times
the value of the damaged property. Besides, in
such cases, the Management can suspendf
terminate membership of members for causing
willful damage to sports complex property. If
non-members indulge In such activities, apart
from paying for the damage caused, they would
be debarred from entry to the sports complex.

Suggestlons and Complaints

Sugpestions/complaints, if any, should be
entered in the suggestion/complaint book kept
for this purpose and can be aobtained by any
member from the Reception. The suggestion/
complaint will be looked into by the Secretary
