(i) Slum/ JJ clusters are characterized by poor condition of buildings, and
inadequate accessibility, physical and social infrastructure, making them
vulnerable to disasters. In order to make Delhi ‘slum free’, it is imperative to
undertake environmental up- gradation and rehabilitation of slums/ JJ Clusters
to improve quality of life for the inhabitants of these settlements.

(if) A comprehensive approach shall be adopted for rehabilitation/ regeneration of
slums/ JJ clusters responding to the scale, density, shape and other attributes of
slums/ JJ clusters in Delhi. The city-wide slum improvement strategy shall have
a three-fold approach:

(a) In-situ Slum Rehabilitation (ISR) Schemes
(b) Relocation
(c) In-situ Upgradation/ Area improvement

(iii) Slum and JJ clusters existing on Recreational landuse, ecologically sensitive
sites such as ridge, forests, biodiversity parks, Yamuna Flood Plain, water
bodies, drains & water channels, specific Public projects and Road RoW shall
not be eligible for In-situ Rehabilitation and be cleared on priority. In such
cases, rehabilitation by relocation shall not be mandatory.

(iv) The Delhi Slum & JJ Rehabilitation and Relocation Policy 2015 (as modified
from time to time by DUSIB, GNCTD) shall be adopted for identifying
eligible/tenable slums for ISR and beneficiaries therein.

4.2.3.4.1 In-situ Slum Rehabilitation Scheme (ISR)

In-situ rehabilitation shall be undertaken for all eligible slums irrespective of the
landuse (except Recreational) of the underlying land on PPP basis. The following
development control norms shall apply subject to other conditions of physical and
financial feasibility:

General controls:

The FAR of 400 shall be applicable on both the rehabilitation as well as
remunerative components in the ISR Scheme.

The minimum area for Rehabilitation component shall be 50% of the total area
and maximum area for remunerative component shall be 50%.

The minimum setbacks for the ISR plot sizes shall be as follows:
Plot Size (sgm) Setbacks
Front Rear Side 1 Side 2
2000 - 10000 9 6 6 6
Above 10000 15 12 12 12

The minimum prescribed setbacks may vary subject to fire safety requirement.

The developer shall be exempted from providing 15% of the FAR for EWS
housing (as mandated in case of Group Housing) in case the remunerative
component is utilized for Residential use.

There shall be no restriction on the density for both rehabilitation and
remunerative component under ISR scheme.

Clubbing of scattered squatters with JJ sites in the neighbourhood (within 5
km, preferably within the same Assembly constituency and may or may not be
in the same municipal ward) may be done to work out an overall comprehensive
scheme.

The minimum Rehabilitation component of the total land after clubbing of slum
sites shall be 50% and maximum area for remunerative use shall be 50%.

In case of slums having plot size less than 2000 sgm and are left out of clubbing
due to lack of feasibility of ISR scheme in the vicinity, the same may be
considered for relocation. Such vacant sites after relocation shall also be eligible
for Development Control norms as per the Remunerative component of the ISR.

vii) The norms of TOD Policy shall not be applicable on the ISR Schemes.

i) Vertical mixing (stacking) of the uses shall be permitted.
A. Other Norms for Rehabilitation Component

Carpet area of dwelling unit on Rehabilitation component shall be minimum 25
sgm. The definition of Carpet Area shall be as per the RERA Act 2016.

ii) Parking at 0.5 ECS per 100 sgqm of FAR area shall be provided for the

rehabilitation component.

iii) Amenities in the form of built-up area and as per the reduced space standard

shall be allowed on the rehabilitation component. This area under amenities
shall not be counted in the FAR. The amenities provided shall be used for
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creating PSP and small shops such as Multipurpose Community hall, Basti
Vikas Kendra, Health Care Centre, Creche/ Day Care Center, Primary school
(for 5000 population) and Sr. Secondary School (for 10000 population).

iv) However, these amenities shall be provided as per the requirement arising out
of the specific ISR scheme. Further, the area for Primary/ Sr. Secondary
School/Healthcare Center shall be considered in the scheme only if there is no
such facility provided in the nearby vicinity by any other Government agency.
The built-up area requirements for amenities may be as follows:

Amenities (PSP and small shops) IArea (Exclusive of
Permissible FAR)

Multipurpose Community hall 100 sqgm

Basti Vikas Kendra, 100 sgm

Health Care Centre, 100 sgm

Creche/ Day Care Centre 100 sgm

Primary school (For 5000 Population) 800 sqm

Sr. Secondary school (For 10000 Population) 2000 sgm

Small shops (Milk Booth, Fair price shop etc.) 20 sgm (max. area

per shop)

v) These amenities may be provided preferably on Ground floor and first floor (if
required) in the form of Vertical mixing. These amenities shall be clearly
indicated in the Layout Plan.

B. Norms for Permissible Uses on Remunerative Component

i) The FAR on the remunerative component can be utilized for mix of uses/ any
use (PSP, Commercial, Residential) subject to meeting minimum prescribed
accessibility criteria. In case the developer entity proposes mix of uses, the
parking and other development control norms will be applicable on pro-rata
basis, on the FAR utilized for the particular use.

ii) The parking for the Remunerative component shall be provided according to
use, as per the dynamic parking norms.

4.2.3.4.2 Relocation

In case of Slums/JJ Clusters, where the underlying site is physically or|
financially unviable for ISR, relocation of residents to available vacant
EWS housing stock or clubbing with other ISR Scheme may also be
explored.

4.2.3.4.3 In-situ Upgradation/ Area improvement

In-situ upgradation/ area improvement measures shall be adopted for
provision of basic urban services and to make these areas more liveable
and resilient to disasters.
