Public Land Dacoity' 
HC: CBI May Be Roped In For Probe

New Delhi: Public losing land to en­
croachment is like dacoity as state lo­
ses assets, Delhi High Court said on 
Wednesday. It warned that Central Bu­
reau of Investigation (CBI) may be ro­
ped in to probe lapses and fix accoun­
tability of civic officials in a case of il­
legal construction near protected mo­
numents in the heart of the capital. · 

The court said it was shocking 
that unauthorised construction co­
uld take place 20 metres from cen­
trally protected monuments Niza­
muddin ki Baoli and Barakhamba 
Tomb and near the local police sta­
tion. It asserted that action has to be 
taken by authorities whenever there 
is an unauthorised construction in 
order to protect innocent citizens 
who may end up buying the same 
and latersufferthe consequences. 

The court asked Municipal Cor­
poration of Delhi (MCD) to deploy 
technologies such as drones and sa­
tellite images to maintain better vi­
gil. "Encroachment is the worst 
form of construction. It is like com­
mitting dacoity. Public is losing 
land. State is losing assets. This co­
uldn't have happened in the heart of · 
the city without tacit connivance of 
officials. We won't let it pass," a 
bench of Acting Chief Justice Man-· 
mohan and Justice Manmeet PS 

Arora told a senior officer of MCD 
who was present in the court. 

The court asked the officer to re­
main present on Thursday after stu­
dying the file related to the matter, so 
that the bench can find out at what 
stage there was "serious derelic­
tion" of duty. It directed Delhi Deve­
lopment Authority (DDA) to send 
the officer who dealt with the matter 
and the Archaeological Survey of 
India to come prepared. 

The court was hearing a public 
interest litigation by NGO Jamia 
Arabia Nizamia Welfare Education 
Society, which claimed that "illegal 
and unauthorised construction"was 
being done at khasra number 556 ne­
ar Hazrat Nizamuddin Dargah. 

Observing that neither MCD nor ' 
DDA had acted against the unautho­
rised construction, which was stated 
to have taken place on the upper flo­
ors of an already sealed guesthouse 
that was illegally built on DDA land, 
the court also grilled the owner of 
the guesthouse how he had the "au­
dacity" to construct three floors on 
an already sealed property. "He is ta­
king the law into his own hands. Peo­
ple in Delhi are convinced there is no 
law ... and no law needs to be compli­
ed with,"anangrybenchremarked.

Development Authority achl­
eve a 75% increase in receipts 
in the 2023-24 financial year. 
While the civic body logged Rs 
7,696 crore as revenue in 2023-

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DOA okars changes in land use

The Delhi Development 
Authority (DDA) has 

approved changes in land use 
in Ghazipur, Auchandi village 
and Jangpura to enhance 
public infrastructure, along 
with giving the nod to 
housing schemes to boost the 
sector and for the 
development of Narela sub-
city.

On February 1, the court 
had said that civic authorities 
must work together against ille-
gal construction and pulled up 
the MCD and the ODA over 
their failure to act against the 
unauthorised construction. 

While seeking the pres-
ence of the building's owner, 
it had opined that "prima 
facie, matter requires inves-
tigation by the CBI (Central 
Bureau of Investigation)": 
.It had earlier observed that 
such construction was prima 
facie not possible without the 
connivance of police and civic 
authorities.
