Modifications in the Unified Building Bye-Laws (UBBL) for Delhi 2016

S.0. 886(E).—in exercise of powers conferred by Section 57 of Delhi Development Act, 1957 (61 of 1957),
the Delhi Development Authority, with the prior approval of the Central Government, hereby make the following
modification in the Unified Building Bye-Laws (UBBL) for Delhi 2016.

(e) Building permit not required for Public Utility
structures:

No notice and building permit is required from the
sanctioning authority for erection/ installation of
Public Utility structures not exceeding 25 sqms
(including its ancillary buildings purely related to
any public utility) executed/promoted by
Government Agencies/Organizations for
enhancement of - Public Safety, Public Health and
Hygiene, Environment and Climate/Pollution/
Control, Energy Conservation, Transportation,
Water Supply and Sewage Disposal lines/

@) The mandatory provisions of these Bye
Laws like Green Buildings, Swachh
Bharat toilets, child care room, disabled
friendly features, Dual Piping System
etc. shall be maintained and kept in
proper working condition, otherwise the
Occupancy-cum-Completion certificate/
Regularization certificate shall be
revoked by the sanctioning authority.
(ii) The provisions for parking in all type of
occupancies shall be ensured otherwise
the Occupancy-cum-Completion
certificate may be revoked by the
sanctioning authority.

Enhancing Green-Blue Infrastructure

Green and Blue features shall be developed within
all sites/buildings/developments including areas
under environmental protection, subject to
guidelines as may be formulated from time to time
for enhancing Green-Blue infrastructure in the
city.
